Organizational Discussion/Decisions

Mr. Lavender and Mr. Hudson reported on the exhibit experience at the SEGD convention.  They felt the light box demonstration had a major impact.  Additionally, they heard very little negative talk about mercury/glass, etc.

Mr. Hudson recommended that TNG begin to develop a strategy for pursuing a “green” agenda for the organization.  He recommended mimicking the CFL campaign.  Mr. Lavender volunteered to work with Mr. Hudson to develop the agenda.  Ms. King was asked to send a message to members to request feedback on the concept and, specifically, how members feel the industry can demonstrate its “green” attributes.


Ms. King stated that she is seeing code changes that frequently encourage the use of LED lighting over neon.  Board members indicated they would send talking points which could be included in a statement to be sent to communities who pursue such an approach.


Mr. Lavender committed to remaining on TNG’s board in the name of Allanson until annual elections take place.


All agreed to take a wait and see stance on the request from a person calling himself Dr. Neon and wanting to link his website to that of TNG.


Ms. King was asked to send a get well bouquet to Mr. Moulton, recovering from heart surgery.
