Ms. Schroepfer felt there was a chance Midwest would join TNG.  Mr. Cortese volunteered to provide the glass so that Ms. Schroepfer could build a new sign for exhibit purposes.  

Board members discussed the issue of neon becoming certified as an energy efficient light source.  Mr. Cortese described the work of California Edison and noted they are supposed to be presenting a report.  They say it is being developed.

Mr. Gesell shared his understanding that breweries are beginning to return to neon for their sign programs because they are finding LEDs have no value for the investment.  He is going to try to get testimonials from end users who have switched their programs.
